PRELIMINARIES

1. This agreement is made between the “birth parents” NAME and NAME and the “arranged parents” NAME and NAME in relation to the child NAME born DATE OF BIRTH at PLACE OF BIRTH, in the state of STATE OF BIRTH and to be known as NAME (“the child”).

2. We understand that a parentage order permanently transfers parental rights of the child from the birth mother and father to the arranged parents.

3. We understand that for all legal purposes, the child shall be the child of the arranged parents, the same as if born of them.

4. In negotiating the Approved Plan, we have had regard to the rights and responsibilities in the Surrogacy Act 2008 a copy of which has been provided to us.

5. We understand that the commitments made under this plan must be approved and are enforceable by the Family Court of Western Australia under the Surrogacy Act 2008.
6. We understand that we have had the opportunity to state and negotiate our wishes in relation to this Approved Plan.

7. We understand that this Agreement will remain in force until the child attains the age of 18 years, subject to any orders made by the Family Court of Western Australia.
CONTACT AND INFORMATION EXCHANGE

8. Implementation of the practical arrangements of this Approved Plan will occur directly between the parties to this Agreement.

15. We understand that if either party has a change in circumstance which prevents the terms of this Approved Plan from being implemented, then an application must be made to the Family Court of Western Australia for this Approved Plan to be varied.

16. We understand that the practical arrangements of the implantation of this Approved Plan may be revised though a cooperative process as the needs of the child could change over the years.
